End of Life Issues

A friend of mine died recently in Alaska.
Here is how the former choir director at
Chugiak, Alaska, designed her service as
far as the music was concerned:

Pas-tor in the political process ahead of us. But |
will be doing it on “my own time”, not yours.

“The music had been chosen by Natalie:
‘Hymn of Promise’ and ‘You Who Dwell in
The Shelter of the Lord’ from the UMH, and
two Strathdee numbers, ‘Help Us Accept
Each Other and ‘I am The Light of the
World’. One of the CUMC members also had
the congregation sing ‘What Does The Lord
Require of You' as a round during her re-
marks. The postlude was ‘There Will Be Sun-
shine in the Morning.” ”

Another friend of mine was reflecting on his own
memorial service, but he got a bit carried away
on what he wanted, as he joked, “Singing all
those songs would take about a week.” He did
not think some songs would be appropriate for a
church service, but | disagree. “Take Me Out to
The Ball Game” would be entirely appropriate
because he is still playing the game into his 70’s.

Speaking of preparing to die, | note that former
Washington Governor Booth Gardner is working
on a law that is similar to an Oregon law. This is
what | read in Wikipedia.

“After his retirement, Gardner, a sufferer of Park-
inson's Disease, became an advocate of as-
sisted suicide. He has promised to spearhead a
campaign to pass an assisted dying law in
Washington state, similar to Oregon's Death with
Dignity law (see Oregon Ballot Measure 16
(1994), and hopes to have an initiative appear on
the 2008 statewide ballot in Washington. Gard-
ner has said . . . that he wants to support a
Washington law with fewer constraints than the
Oregon law.”

That will be controversial. After learning that my
mother’'s death came about through starvation, |
have some strong feelings on the subject.
Some argue that a lingering death is helpful to
family and friends who are dealing with the real-
ity of death. Still others argue that one must not
interfere with the so-called “will of God”. One of
